This workshop relates to the Hanabi project, which was developed as a result of a grant
awarded to the Asialink Centre at The University of Melbourne under the Japanese
Government 1996-97 “Assistance to Peace and Friendship Exchange Program’. The aim of the
Program is to promote peace and friendship through better understanding of Japan,
particularly among the world’s youth.
